Faith has a history of staffing for ALL ministry needs. Pastors provide leadership as evidenced during           
worship and pastoral care. We plan for ministry efforts including education and spend time preparing for 
what will happen in the coming weeks, months, and even years. What we need now is a staff person who 
helps us meet all the needs of all the people to whom we minister. My hope is to work with our new Director 
of Youth and Family Ministries as a partner/mentor and to discover new ways of entering effective ministry 
to children, youth and families as a team.  

It's a team effort, both of your pastors working in concert with a staff person dedicated to our children, 
youth, and families, and with volunteers, seeking to make connections with all the generations. That's a 
powerful idea voted for by our congregation in January. Now we need your help to Grow the Family of Faith. 
Please pray for guidance, pray for our many volunteers who believe in this idea enough to invest their time 
in meeting with as many members of FLC as possible during the month of June.
